Recent readings have come across an interesting article written by a Dr. Laurie Anne Walden DVM, about
'Why Do Dogs Eat Poop', and what can we do about it. Unfortunately, the short answers are 1] because they
are dogs and 2] not much!

What is interesting is that Terriers and Hounds were more likely than other breeds to be stool eaters [although
in a 2010 study, Sporting dogs had this dubious honour]. While the data did not allow for extensive analysis of
specific breeds, among those breeds that could be studied, the highest percentage of stool eaters was in
Shetland Sheepdogs!
